COMMERCE STREET CREAMERY

Hospitality rules at a new neighborhood favorite, Commerce Street Creamery. Perched within historic
“Centre Ville” (the French spelling was chosen because of the post-Revolutionary War admiration for
the French and because in 1782 the county seat was moved from Queenstown to a more central part of
the county), diners eat adjacent to the circa 1792 Courthouse, which is the oldest continuously working
courthouse in the state.

Born and raised on Maryland’s Eastern Shore, the Creamery’s owners and
- experienced caterers, Rick and Valerie, are very serious about their service and
the quality of the foods that they serve. A primary example of their
commitment to quality is their use of smaller, independent food and bread
purveyors from which they purchase the best ingredients for their eatery’s loyal
customers. Another way they demonstrate quality is by serving freshly baked,
authentic New York style bagels from the Brooklyn Bagel Company. These
deliciously dense four-ounce bagels come to the Creamery in partially baked
form and then get finished off in the Creamery’s oven on a daily basis. If
. coffee is your passion, the Creamery brews the finest blends offered by the
Lacas Coffee Company. It doesn’t hurt that Valerie is an expert Barista and
can serve you a Latte, Cappuccino, Frappe, or any other fancy concoction you could imagine.

If you love breakfast, try any of the Creamery’s ‘made-to-order’ breakfast sandwiches. From the
‘Barnyard Brawl’ made with sausage, bacon, egg, and cheese to the ‘Manhattan’ consisting of smoked
salmon, creme cheese, capers, and red onion, on bagels or croissants, you will not be disappointed.
Also, the Creamery offers a wide array of delicious, freshly baked pastries and muffins. Plus, the rumor
is that a full Breakfast Menu is on the horizon, so stay tuned.

For lunch, give their Famous Roast Beef on Kaiser a try. The warm shaved roast
beef dipped in a spicy Chicago Style au jus, topped with melted provolone cheese
and red onions and then served with barbecue sauce and prepared horseradish, is
truly delicious.
