SPIRITUL VITALITY
· Share how you met Jesus including what your life was like prior, the key factors that led you to Jesus, and how your life changed after meeting Jesus (begin very briefly with your family of origin).
· Describe your devotional practice over the past month.  Is this normal for you – if not what’s normal?

· Describe your spiritual disciplines and how you walk, hear and learn from God.
· Describe specifically how the gospel has transformed your life.
· Describe a time when your faith was severely challenged – how did you navigate that time?

· When you think of the list of qualifications for biblical elders found in 1 Tim. 3 and Titus 1, which three would be most characteristic of you?  Which three need the most work?
· Describe a time when you experienced the leading of the Holy Spirit in your life.

THEOLOGICAL CLARITY
· What is your position on the inerrancy of scripture?
· What did Jesus accomplish on the cross?
· Briefly defend the sovereignty of God in general, and regarding salvation, from the scriptures. 
· Has God designated different roles between men and women, if so explain?
· What is the Gospel?

Clarity and Strength of Calling to Plant a Church
(This section to be completed by potential church planters only)
· How do you know that God has called you to be involved in church planting as apposed to serving in an established church?
· How have you discerned God’s direction for your life in the past (prior to considering church planting)?
· Tell me about a time you pursued God’s calling in your life. What was the outcome?
· What church planting material have you utilized (courses, books, articles, multimedia)?  
Marriage and Family Life 
(Skip this section if unmarried)
· Describe specifically how you care for your wife and how you pastor her to grow in her faith
· Describe a difficult circumstance you faced as a family and how you resolved it.
· Describe a time when ministry took priority over your family. What was the outcome?
· Describe a time when you dealt with financial issues in your marriage.  How did you resolve it? What is your current financial situation (debt, income to expenses)?

Relationship Building

· How and when do you meet new people? How often does this happen?
· Tell me about a couple of friends whom you’ve had for a long time, whom you are still fairly close to.
· Describe a difficult relationship you’ve had. How did you deal with this situation?
· How have you developed teamwork in the past?

LEADERSHIP ABILITY
· Give me an example of someone in whom you recognized leadership potential, and tell how you equipped or encouraged them over time to develop and use their leadership abilities. 

· Tell me how you have led other men to be leaders in their home, work or community.
· Tell me about any leadership development systems that you have created or used in the past.

· Tell me about a time when you as a leader felt like you were doing the right thing, but significant people were against you. How did you deal with the disappointment, criticism, adversity?
· Tell me about a time when you accomplished something significant with very limited resources.

Emotional Health and Stability
· Give me 3-5 adjectives that others have used to describe you?  Why?
· Tell me about a time that you dealt with “hurtful” criticism?
· Tell me about the most significant crisis you have faced in your adult life? 
· Tell me about one or more relationships you maintain for the purpose of personal accountability
Missional Lifestyle

· Tell me about times and ways that you have engaged non-Christians in relationship & conversation in the last 3-6 months. What was the fruit of these relationships? 

· What things have you done to engage the unchurched in the city where you are living?
· What methods and research have you done to assess the needs of your community?

· Tell me how you have trained and led other Christians toward a missional lifestyle.
· Describe a time when you broke through significant barriers erected by an unchurched person.

Disciple-Making AND GOSPEL MULTIPLICATION 
· Give some examples of how have you helped new believers grow into maturing followers of Christ? 
· Tell me about some people whom you have mentored or discipled, who have experienced some significant life-change.
· Give a specific example of how you have trained leaders to multiply leaders? 
· What kind of processes or systems have you used in the past to make disciples?
· As a believer, tell me about a time when you failed to follow Jesus.
Entrepreneurial Aptitude
· Describe specifically a time as an adult in which you successfully started something from the beginning?
· Tell me about recent experiences you’ve had in recruiting people into new groups, teams, projects, etc. 
· What is the greatest risk you have taken?
· Tell me about a time that members of a group you were leading were divided over an important issue, and what you did to resolve the problem.
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
