Parent Tip—Learning Concepts





Cut out the plates and cookies as props to retell the story The Doorbell Rang by Pat Hutchins.  As your children retell the story, they will understand how to divide the cookies as more children join in. 


You and your children can cut out the twelve cookies and plates and see how the cookies are divided as more children come.


Younger children can match one cookie to one plate—one-to-one correspondence! 


The kitchen is a great place for activities around counting and measuring whether you use recipes or not. A “handful” is a measurement! How does the amount in your handful compare to the amount in your child’s handful?
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
