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Friendly Flowers

Get inspired by this month’s book!
You’ve read Miss Tizzy by Libba Moore Gray. Now, spread some neighborly love of your own. 

Miss Tizzy teaches us that being neighborly and sharing kindness with those around us is both fun and rewarding. This simple project gives your family the opportunity to share cheer and friendship with your neighbors. 

Follow Miss Tizzy’s lead and invite friends to help with these creations. Pass them out to neighbors who may need an extra smile.

If you make a lot of these Friendly Flowers throughout the month, you can pass them out on May Day, on May 1. A hallmark of this mid-spring tradition, which is celebrated throughout the world, is the use of flowers, often as gifts for neighbors.
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Long-stemmed flowers (cut your own, or find carnations or daisies at a local flower shop)

Card stock

Hole punch

Crayons, markers, stickers, etc.

First, color your cheer:

Miss Tizzy and her friends colored rainbows and sunshine for their neighbors. Follow their lead and create cheery cards to attach to a fresh flower. The card-making can be done throughout the month of April in preparation for May Day, if you like. 
1) Cut each sheet of cardstock into four squares.
2) Punch two holes, one centered near the top and one centered near the bottom, to allow the flower stem to pass through – you may need to widen the holes in order to pass thick-stemmed flours through them.
3) Add a creative touch with crayons, markers, stickers and lots of imagination.

Second, thread cards onto the flowers: 
Gather your fresh flowers when you are ready to make your deliveries. 

Thread a flower stem through the holes in each card. Take care not to bend the stem or the paper, and be sure to dry off the stems before you begin.

Third, add to a plate of cookies:

1) Add a few Heart Beet Cookies to small paper plates.  If you decide to save them for May Day, consider freezing them until you’re ready.
2) Cover in plastic wrap. 

3) Top with your decorated flower.
Finally, make your deliveries:

When you are ready, load up your red wagon (or a handy box) and make your deliveries. 
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
