ACIJLP’s Initiative for the Constitutional Transition 

In the context of the current events which maintain serious dangers, rapid procedures should be taken to face such dangers and lead the country to the constitutional transition. There are numerous visions and scenarios of the procedures which can be taken in accordance with the attached schedule: 
1- The President of the Republic issues a decree appointing four Vice Presidents who form a Presidential Council to handle the country’s affairs for a transitional period in accordance with Article 139 of the constitution.
2- The President of the Republic issues a decree calling for constitutional amendments to the Articles relevant to the presidential elections and the presidential term (Articles 76 & 77), the guarantees of the supervision on the elections (Article 88), the parliamentary elections (Peoples’ Assembly & Shura Council), the elections of their heads, the guarantees of the elections fairness and transparency as well as an amendment to Article 179 on combating terrorism in accordance with Article 189 of the constitution. 
3- Following the constitution amendment, the President of the Republic issues a decree dissolving the Peoples’ Assembly & the Shura Council and specifying time for carrying out new parliamentary elections in accordance with Article 136 of the constitution.
4- The Presidential Council (consists of four Vice Presidents) is responsible for forming caretaker government to carry out the presidential elections as well as the parliamentary ones in the light of the constitutional amendments.

Transitional Provisions for the Implementation of the Constitutional Transition Vision
1- The number of Vice Presidents should be odd, not less than three members and not more than five. 

2- The Presidential Council (the Vice Presidents) consists of the current Vice President and other two civilians. 

3- The Presidential Council members cannot be nominated for the presidential elections. 

4- The National Unity Government should represent all the political blocks with civilian presidency. 

5- The transitional government members cannot be nominated for the presidential elections. 
6- The establishment of an independent Higher Committee to supervise the elections. It shall be formed of judges, the Egyptian NGOs members and it does not include any members of previous higher committees or the members of the National Council for Human Rights. 
7- Any elections or referendums should be conducted under the full supervision of the judiciary in accordance with the Constitutional Court judgment passed in 2000 on the judicial supervision on the elections. In addition, the State Lawsuits Authority and the Administrative Prosecution should be ruled out of the electoral process. 
8- The Presidential elections shall be conducted in the time specified by the constitution, but it should be immediately preceded by:

· The instant Freezing of the emergency law.
· The instant release of the detainees.

· Dissolving the Parties Affairs Committee.
· The freedom of forming parties, associations, newspapers and satellite channels once danger happens.
