When the Berards moved to

New York City, they brought Pierre with them. Pierre became a barber. Madame Berard freed Pierre in 1807,

and he helped many people. He and his wife Juliette raised his niece. Toussaint attended daily Mass. He is

buried in the crypt of St. Patrick’s Cathedral. In 1996 John Paul II declared Pierre “Venerable.”
